3.9L V6 VVT is standard on LTZ.

ALUMINUM ENGINE CRADLE
The very stiff yet exceedingly lightweight engine cradle reduces
the amount of road noise and engine vibration that penetrate
Impala’s interior.

BRAKE PERFORMANCE
Electronic brake force distribution helps optimize brake
performance by adapting to different loads, traction 
and vehicle speeds. Included with the available anti-lock
braking system. 

RIDE QUALITY
Impala’s refined ride is the product of an improved four-wheel
independent suspension system that incorporates four-stage
strut valving and twin-tube dampers.

QUIET STEEL
By sandwiching a layer of viscoelastic material 
between layers of steel used between the engine 
and the passenger compartment, Impala’s Quiet Steel 
helps minimize the intrusion of exterior noise. 

BETTER WIPER BLADES
The new, flatter wiper blade design minimizes streaking 
and wind noise by pre-forming the blade to conform to 
the curvature of the windshield.

TECHNOLOGY

Compared with the buzz created by the
new V8 engine, the use of Quiet Steel
and the noise and vibration reduction
caused by the aluminum engine cradle
aren’t likely to make a lot of noise. But
it’s precisely these types of advances
that make the new Impala such a
beacon of quality. You can see it for
yourself in the flawless consistency of
the gaps between exterior body panels.
All these details add up to create an
exceptionally well engineered car.

Helping reduce wheelspin when accelerating on slippery
surfaces, the full-function traction control system monitors
wheelspin, then controls it by reducing engine power and modulating
the brakes, standard on LTZ and SS.

The GM Oil Life System alerts you when it’s time to change the engine oil. The system could
extend the distance between oil changes up to 12,000 km (7200 mi.).* The result can be fewer
oil changes, reducing service requirements and the use of non-renewable resources.

Tubular reinforcing members work with a rigid box seat
structure to help dissipate the energy of a moderate to 
severe side impact by transferring the force laterally.

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POWER

The lead story on the new Impala’s engine lineup has to be the return to V8
power in the SS. But it’s more than the 303 horsepower output that’s newsworthy
in this 5.3L V8. Displacement on Demand shuts down four cylinders when less
power is required, achieving real fuel efficiency gains. The 211 horsepower 3.5L
V6 and the new 242 horsepower 3.9L V6 both feature variable valve timing (VVT)
that optimizes combustion to enhance fuel efficiency across the operating range.
The new Impala – with three advanced forms of power. 

The 5.3L small-block V8 engine on Impala SS
signals the eagerly awaited return of V8 power
to Chevrolet sedans. Pent-roof combustion
chambers and flat-top pistons help the engine
generate outstanding power with regular
gasoline. The output is 303 hp @ 5600 rpm
and 323 lb.-ft. of torque at @ 4400 rpm.

Displacement on Demand (DOD) shuts
